As many know, the Vestry was away a few weekends ago 
on our Vestry Retreat. I am not sure “retreat” is the right 
word, since there was not a lot of free time or “retreat” 
time. But it was a very productive time in which we looked 
back on 2010 and what was accomplished and then looked 
ahead into 2011 and set some goals for ourselves and the 
ministries at St. Chad’s.  
 
We will be sharing all our goals with the congregation in 
the following weeks, but I want to share with you now a 
few that really excite me.  
 
Within the ministry areas of Christian Education, Youth 
and Children and Fellowship, some of the highlight goals 
are a new focus on the invitation and welcome we give to 
newcomers and even inviting them to our Foyer Groups, 
finding more adult help with our Jr/Sr. High Youth Group, 
organizing a youth retreat, and providing a leadership  
opportunity for training/knowledge in the parish. We also 
looked at ways to increase our participation and the scope 
of our Adult Christian Education classes.  
 
Within the areas of Outreach and Worship we looked at 
ensuring we have continued leadership for the Project Share 
ministry: each month we serve a meal.  We plan to build 
increased involvement in the Oljato Navajoland mission 
trips, organize youth days in our outreach programs such as 
serving at Project Share  or helping at the Storehouse, and 
look into opportunities to celebrate social justice issues 
such as having a service in celebration of Martin Luther 
King. We also looked at ways we can provide more worship 

opportunities for those who would like  
more contemplative opportunities such as a  
Lenten Quiet Day (already scheduled for 
April 10th), and maybe a Centering Prayer 
service/workshop in the fall. We also want 
to continue the First Eucharist training for 
the kids and conduct another Guided  
Eucharist on a Sunday morning to help people know what is 
going on in the service and why we do what we do. We also 
will be working on finding a replacement for Paul  
Shoemaker, who is our Christian Education Chair and  
Acolyte Leader, as he and his family make their move to 
Carlsbad over the next few months.  
 
In the areas of Stewardship, Building and Grounds, and 
Communications, some of our goals are working on the 
water/sewer hookup with the City (this is technically phase 
one of our new building), looking at expanding the parking 
lot again since it is full most Sundays, improving our land-
scaping especially around the entrance of the parking lot 
and around the Labyrinth. We will also be looking at  
expanding our avenues of communications, promoting  
special events at St. Chad’s to the wider community,  
sharing and advertising the characteristics of the three  
Sunday services we have, and promoting and increasing use 
of our St. Chad’s wallet cards that we hope our parishioners 
will have with them and hand out to friends and neighbors 
who might ask about St. Chad’s. We are also in the process 
of re-energizing the Finance Committee. We looked ahead 
to our Stewardship program and want to make sure we are 
always focusing on stewardship of our time, talent, and 
treasure. When it comes to our fall pledge drive, we are 
hoping to focus on personal testimonies of what St. Chad’s 
means to our parishioners, how we can better support the 
parish and our ministries, and do a better job on explaining 
what is done with the money that is so kindly given to St. 
Chad’s every year!  
 

As you can tell, we have a very full and exciting year ahead 
of us again, and we continue to move forward prayerfully 
and in a way that honors and celebrates our One, Living 
GOD!!

It is Lent and most of us think of Lent as a time of 
extreme penitence, self examination and denial.  
While I believe that all of those things are important, 
I also believe that we must look to the 40 days of 
Lent as a time of preparation.  As we fade away 
from the light of Epiphany, we move into the shade 
of Lent.  The light begins to move into shadow as 
we dim our vision of how we are in front of God. If 
you are like me, I am ashamed of behaviors, not 
proud of some activities, wishing I had done more in 
some areas and less in others. In the shade, we  
become aware of who we are and if we pay atten-
tion, we begin to understand more about what God 
made us to be.  Once we understand what God is 
making us to be, we can open up our eyes and step 
into the light again and move towards the wonders 
God has in store for us. Just as Lent is about repent-
ance, it is also about renewal.  As we forgive, we 
must accept forgiveness.   When we embrace the 
love of God and know that as we wash off the ashes 
from Ash Wednesday, underneath is the mark of 
Grace.  “I mark you as Christ’s own forever” —  the 

priests’ words at the chrismation at Baptism.  We 
belong to Christ because God made us, and we are 
now a part of the Body of Christ working as hard as 
we can work to do what God created us to be. It 
takes all of us to do the work that Jesus needs us to 
do.  We are now His arms and legs, His eyes and 
ears, for he no longer walks the earth except through 
us.  As we prepare ourselves during Lent, let us be 
reminded that although we remember Good Friday, 
what we are really preparing for is to accept in our 
hearts the glory of the Resurrection.  I urge you not 
to jump from mountain to mountain top ( from Palm 
Sunday to Easter) without going through the valley.  
We must traverse the valley to appreciate and accept 
the height of the hill.  May the Glory of the Lord 
shine round about you as you reflect, repent, renew, 
rewind and restate who you are in relation to God 
and his people.  Come, pray and worship with the 
Children of God at St. Chad’s as we grow though 
the power of the Holy Spirit into what God is creat-
ing us to be.

Water Hookup Progress 
The design for St. Chad’s city water and sewer hookup has 
been presented to the city of Albuquerque which  
suggested only minor changes. Engineering studies have 
been completed and the suggested changes will be incor-
porated into the design. The city will allow St. Chad’s to 
hook directly into the 16” main water line on Tennyson 
which will save some money but may require the church 
to provide sewer connection access to three properties 
west of the church on the north side of San Antonio. The 
design firm will now resubmit the design with the changes 
and then will be sending out bid requests. The Water 
Committee will develop a list of criteria by which the  
construction bids would be evaluated and will submit that 
to the Vestry. 
 

Vestry Retreat 
The Vestry had a very productive retreat at Camp Stoney 
the weekend of February 26-28, A few of the reasons 
mentioned at to what they like about St. Chad’s are its 
welcoming feeling, its orientation toward mission, its  
absence of politics, its dignified but relaxed liturgy, its 
focus on simple spirituality, and its opportunities for  
involvement. Some of the areas needing improvement 
were personalizing newcomer follow-up, advertising the 
late service more intensively, broadening St. Chad’s  
economic base, providing more youth and adult  
educational opportunities, and encouraging more  
parishioners to become involved on a leadership level.

Anglican Covenant 
While there have been several opportunities for St. Chad’s 
parishioners to learn about and discuss the Anglican  
Covenant, another session may be provided on a Tuesday 
evening and will allow parishioners to voice their feelings 
and ask questions about the Covenant. These will then be 
submitted to the delegates who will be voting on  
acceptance of the Covenant. The Diocese has until Easter 
to submit its stance on the Covenant. Vestry will be  
discussing this matter at its April 12th meeting.

 The 2011 Time and Talent Pledge Campaign will begin 
with forms available for both adults and youth on Easter 
Sunday. If you filled out a form during the last campaign 
and do not have anything to add or change, you will not 
need to fill out a new form. Those new members or those 
who feel called to volunteer in new ministries should be 
sure to fill out and turn in a pledge form. You will be add-
ed to the data base and you name will be passed along to 
the appropriate ministry committee so that you can be con-
tacted.
