Every year in October the Episcopal Diocese of the 
Rio Grande has their Diocesan Convention. This 
year your clergy, wardens, and delegates gathered 
in Clovis along with hundreds of other  
Episcopalians from around New Mexico and the 
far southwest part of Texas.  
 
This year was the first Convention after Bishop 
Vono’s Consecration, so the first one where he was 
really able to share his vision, hopes, and dreams 
for the diocese. This past year has been a very busy 
one for the diocese and our Convention was a time 
that we could gather and get a glimpse of where 
the Bishop is hoping to lead us. I am not sure I 
would call it the Promised Land at this point, but it 
was exciting to hear a vision filled with mission 
and ministry.  
 
Some of the most intriguing visions for me was a 
new focus on youth ministry as well as on ministry 
for those living with us each day, but ones that the 
diocese has not focused on in recent years. There 
are new ministries starting up with a focus on  
Border and Migration Ministry, Hispanic Ministry, 
and the Convention voted unanimously to enter 
into a Companion Diocese relationship with the 
Episcopal Diocese of Navajoland. It has been a 
long time coming to welcome home those who are 
serving and ministering on the Navajo Reservation.  
 
Along those lines, I have invited Bishop David  
Bailey, the Bishop of Navajoland, to come worship 
with us and share his ministry on Sunday,  
December 4th. Bishop Bailey was the Canon to the  
Ordinary in the Diocese of Utah when I was there, 
so it is great to have him visit and share this  
wonderful ministry with us. The ministry  
possibilities WITH them are endless and have 
some wonderful possibilities.  
 

The Bish-
op also 
shared 
some new 
ministries 
with us in 
regards to 
Congrega-
tional  
Develop-
ment,  
Cursillo, 
abuse and 
addiction 
ministries, and a new focus on ALL the Baptized, 
not just those looking toward ordination. There 
will be an expanded focus  within the Commission 
on Ministry, which used to  focus only on those 
looking at ordination.  They will now be the  
Commission on Ministry of the  Baptized and will 
focus on the ministry of all those in the Diocese, 
lay and ordained.  
 
The Bishop also presented a new vision for the  
congregations of the diocese and has put out a 
challenge to all the congregations to double in size 
by the year 2021. Yes, this is a big challenge, but 
one that would really change the face of the  
diocese. This challenge will mean that each  
congregation will need to look hard at their minis-
tries and where they see their ministry leading, and 
we will be doing that here at St. Chad’s in 2012.  
 
There are so many wonderful opportunities for 
ministry in the diocese and in our congregations. It 
is refreshing to see a Bishop focusing in on these 
ministries and looking to the possibilities and  
listening to how God is calling our diocese to share 
the Word of God with all.

The Society for the Increase of the Ministry (SIM) has honored one of our own, Marge 
Cunningham, who is one of our newer members and has been at St. Chad’s for about  
6 months. Marge moved from Connecticut about 2 years ago where she served on the 
board of SIM.  

October 2nd is SIM Day — the occasion of our 
founding.  This year's celebration of our 154th 
birthday included a tribute to our 1857 Legacy 
Society members and presentation of the 2011 
Seminarian Friend of the Year award.    
  
The 1857 Legacy Society is comprised of persons 
who have named SIM a beneficiary in their estate 
planning. One member stated, "Remembering 
SIM in my will is our witness to the importance 
and appreciation of quality clergy in our family's 
spiritual life. We want to be a part of paying  
forward God's blessings that we have received 
from our clergy. We want there to be a strong 
community of faith with well-educated, well-
trained, and well-formed ordained leadership to 
witness to future generations of Episcopalians." 
  
The 2011 Seminarian Friend of the Year award 
went to Marge Cunningham for her loyal,   
dedicated, faithful spirit of generosity. A member 
of the 1857 Legacy Society and the Circle of 
Seminarian Friends, Marge established the  
perennial Cunningham Scholarship in 2003. 
Moving letters from the current Cunningham 
Scholar, Jesse Zink, and past Cunningham  

Scholars, seminarian senior Otis Gaddis III, and 
the Rev. Moki Hino, were presented to Marge. 
  
When asked about the importance of SIM to the 
Episcopal Church, Marge stated, 
"Women, in  particular, under-
stand that investing in future 
leadership is important for any 
organization. I believe nurturing 
for the future of the family is  
inherent to a woman's nature." 
The Cunningham Scholarship 
was established to honor the 
memory of her son whose mutual love affair with 
the church was life-long. 
  
Also noted were her enthusiastic efforts to  
promote SIM throughout her home diocese, the  
Diocese of the Rio Grande, and in her home  
parish, St. Chad's, Albuquerque. That evening, 
Marge joyfully accepted her role as our first  
SIMBassador. Marge's goal is not only to promote 
SIM but also to exemplify the role of SIMBassa-
dor in every diocese.

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Old Business 
 

Action Tracking System  
All items from prior months have been completed.  
Monthly items on the ATS and the items specific to 
October are being addressed. The contribution  
records have been prepared and distributed, Paychex 
has filed the Federal 940/941 reports, the fall cleanup 
has been scheduled for October 29th, and reservations 
are being looked at for the 2012 Vestry Retreat.  It is 
no longer necessary to renew the contract with the 
Certified Water System Operator so this item will be 
deleted from the ATS.   
 

Vestry Nominations 
The Vestry Nominating committee has started the 
process of enlisting new members to replace Debra 
Kincaid, John Kisner, and Joe Allotta, who will go 
off Vestry in January. If you are interested in seeking 
one of these positions on the Vestry, please speak to  
Father Brian or any Vestry member who will forward 
your name on to the Nominating Committee.  
 

Water Hook-up Progress 
As you may have noticed, the water/sewer project is 
well under way! St. Chad’s will soon be hooked up to 
city water even before the sewer portion of the  
project is completed. Sundance Mechanical’s final 
contract cost was about $4,000 less than the original 
bid that was approved by the Vestry, and St. Chad’s 
can save another $8000 in fees by using a 1” meter 
instead of a 1½” meter. This size meter should be  
sufficient even in the event of a building expansion. 
Vineyard and Associates has been hired to perform 
the required concrete, soil and asphalt testing to  
ensure that the street repairs meet prescribed  
standards. 
 

Building and Grounds 
The Building and Grounds Committee reported that 
the recent rains have produced some leakage and  
water damage in the building. They are meeting with 
several roofing companies to assess the problems and 
get competitive bids for any repairs. The fall cleanup 
day is scheduled for Saturday, October 29th:  if you  

are able and willing to help, please watch for specific 
time information.  
 

Stewardship 
The kick-off of the Fall Financial Pledge Drive was 
held on Saturday evening, October 15th, with a  
potluck supper and presentation, followed by  
speakers from the parish at each Sunday service until 
the November 6th Ingathering. The Vestry has  
adopted a working budget for 2012 which includes an 
11% increase in expenditures and income. This  
increase comes mainly from changing Mother Jan to 
half-time (versus one quarter time as she is now),  
setting aside an amount of money which would be 
representative of a mortgage payment should St. 
Chad’s expand the facilities, pay increases for staff, 
and modest changes in committee budgets. Please 
pray about how you can help in realizing the vision of 
St. Chad’s.  
 

New Business 
 

Treasurer’s Report 
The Treasurer’s report showed total income to date as 
of September 30, 2011, of $264,048 (compared to a 
budgeted amount of $264,704) and total expenses to 
date of $244,829, representing a surplus to date of 
$19,220. Some of this surplus will be spent when the 
Mission Committee disburses contributions during 
the last quarter of the year and for other expenses 
such as insurance that will come due in the last  
quarter. Total Designated Funds are $391,231 
($375,951 of which is in the Building Fund) and  
Reserve Funds total $98,078.  The Investment  
Accounts to date include $408,251 in Fidelity funds 
and $57,757 in bank CDs. The cash accounts as of 
August 31, 2011 total $21,703. There is an unrealized 
loss of $2,465 to date in the Fidelity accounts and 
interest and dividend earnings to date are $1,640.
