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Winter Words  

Ok, what do at least 350 pieces of chicken, 2 cans (large  
6 lb. cans) of whole jalapenos, 2 big trays of cookies or 
brownies, 8 cans of green beans, 11 tubs of potato salad,  
8 cans of peaches, about a dozen loaves of bread, at least 
8 gallons of milk, and a mess of volunteers get you?  
 
The answer to the question is that the items get us (the 
Albuquerque community as well as St. Chad’s) one served 
meal for about 150 people at Project Share. Now think 
about the fact that St. Chad’s serves about two meals a 
month, and that is only about 1/14th of the meals served at 
Project Share each month. Project Share is one of at least 
25 locations that serve a daily meal for the homeless in 
Albuquerque! 
 
Then there is the Storehouse, where we donate our beans 
each week. We are just above 14,000 pounds of beans  
(7 tons) this year, and we are hoping for 20,000 pounds for 
the year. The Storehouse provides free clothing and food 
for the working poor, and they have seen a 20 percent  
increase in need in the past year! One of the great things 
about the Storehouse is their clients can go “shopping” 
and pick items off the shelf just as in a store. So a family 
can get what they really need, not just what happens to be 
in the box they pick up. 
 
Yes, I said families: the working poor are men, women, 
and children. The stats for Albuquerque and New Mexico 
are that one in every four children does not know where 
the next meal will be coming from, and one in six seniors 
is in the same spot. At the Storehouse over 50% of their 
clientele are families, and I am sure the stats are very close 
to the same at the Storehouse. 
 
As you can see, the need is big in Albuquerque, and there 
is always more need than one parish can fill. But, if each 
parish and each individual take a turn, we can help so 
many in Albuquerque get a hot meal, put food on their 
table and have clothing that will not only keep them warm 
and safe but can help them have proper clothing to wear to 
school, to wear to a job interview or other daily life  
happenings that many of us can take for granted.  
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
So what can we do?  
 

Well, we already do a lot that is for sure! With our  
serving at Project Share, collecting beans, canned goods, 
clothing, glasses, and more for those in need and with our 
Outreach Committee committed to help serve those in 
need in our community, we are doing a lot. Did you know 
that the 2011 budget for Outreach at St. Chad’s is more 
than $31,000? That is money that we have budgeted to 
make sure that we as a parish are giving back to our  
community in wonderful and important ways.  Thank you 
all for making that and so much more possible. 
 

We can, of course, do more, and the Outreach Committee 
as a whole, and parishioners in general, are always looking 
for new ways to help and to serve.  
 

If you have not yet taken the opportunity to help out at 
Project Share, I encourage you to do that. We are always 
in need for people to help cook, bake cookies and  
brownies, but I also encourage you to sign up to serve 
meals. It is a wonderful and honestly a very humbling  
experience to meet so many people face-to-face, to talk 
with them, to hear their stories and to see that they are just 
like us. Too often we see it as a “they and us” split. Once 
you go down to serve and meet the wonderful people 
there, it is hard to see it in any other way than US! You 
can also bring any of the clothes that you no longer wear 
and put them in the Storehouse box. Those go directly 
down and within hours of being donated are on the racks 
to be shared.  Also remember those beans and canned 
goods. They are always used and needed.

As we yearn to deepen our connection with God, 
prayer is the answer.  Take it to the Lord in pray-
er, as the old hymn says.  What and how we take 
it to the Lord indicates our involvement and will-
ingness to follow where He leads.   
 
As we enter this new program year and have 
many new adventures ahead of us, please enter 
into the circle—ASK, SEEK, FIND.  You will be 
glad you did!!

OLD BUSINESS 
 

Action Tracking System  
All items from prior months have been completed.  
Monthly items on the ATS and the items specific to 
August are being addressed. The water analysis fee 
has been paid, the fire extinguishers and AED inspec-
tions are under way, and the Audit is being sent to the 
Diocese. The Vestry is beginning to look at the  
budget process for 2012 and the Nominating  
Committee for new Vestry members will soon begin 
their work.  
 

Water Hook-up Progress 
The Water Committee has moved forward with the 
project to connect St. Chad’s to city water and  
sewer and has signed a contract with Sundance  
Mechanical for the work. They are now applying for 
the necessary permits and hope to begin construction 
within the next week. It looks as if some of the costs 
may come in less than estimated, which will help 
with the overall cost of the project.  
 

Building and Grounds 
The Building and Grounds Committee has still  
received only one bid for the parking lot expansion 
project.  They contacted another company for a bid, 
but that company declined to bid on the project as 
they considered it too small a job. After considerable  
Discussion, the Vestry decided not to move forward 
with the project at this time. It will be revisited at a 
future date. They would appreciate hearing from you 
if you notice a continual lack of parking spaces when 
you arrive for services. 
 

The Building and Grounds Committee will soon  
tackle the dead bushes in front of the church. They 
had planned on doing this earlier but some birds 
adopted the space for their nest.  The committee is 
waiting for the babies and parents to take flight. 
 

Stewardship 
The Stewardship Committee is beginning work on 
the fall financial campaign. They are seeking parish-
ioners who would be interested in speaking briefly at 

Sunday services during the campaign about their  
reasons for being at St. Chad’s and their participation 
in the stewardship of our church and the world. If you 
have not already submitted your written thoughts 
about what St. Chad’s means to you and your family, 
you are encouraged to do so as soon as possible. 
Those writings will be presented in a booklet during 
the fall campaign which will run from the kick-off on 
Saturday evening, October 15th, with a potluck  
supper until Sunday, November 11th, when the 
pledges will be blessed. 
 
NEW BUSINESS 
 

Treasurer’s Report 
Cindy Frost reported total income to date as of July 
31, 2011, of $207,693 (compared to a budgeted 
amount of $205,881) and total expenses to date of 
$187,293, representing a surplus to date of $20,399. 
Some of this surplus exists because of expenses that 
do not get paid on a regular monthly basis, such as 
funds the Mission Committee disburses on a  
quarterly basis. Total Designated Funds are $388,067 
($374,977 of which is in the Building Fund) and  
Reserve Funds total $101,907.  The Investment  
Accounts to date include $414,929 in Fidelity funds 
and $57,671 in bank CDs. The cash accounts as of 
July 31, 2011, total $23,504. 
  

Music Director 
The Music Director Search Committee, consisting of 
John Conn, Eileen Simpson, and John Boyadjian,  
interviewed four candidates who responded to their 
job postings. Each candidate was asked to audition 
with an organ prelude and to teach the Choir a new 
piece of music. There was a definite “frontrunner” in 
the minds of the committee, the Choir, Father Brian 
and the Wardens. The committee is now working on 
a contract to offer to the candidate. They hope to 
have the new Music Director in place for the first 
choir rehearsal on August 31st, to begin playing for 
services on September 4th, and have the Choir begin 
singing at services on September 11th.
